SEMINAR DESCRIPTION:

Quality early childhood programs have a clearly
articulated mission and educational philosophy.
Participants in this one day workshop will develop a
conceptual framework as a basis for all program
decisions. Participants from the same preschool or
center will collaborate to work from a mission
statement to an assessment plan that will verify that
the program is fulfilling its mission.

During the session you will:
® align mission with vision

® evaluate or develop worldview and core value
statements

e articulate a philosophy of teaching and learning for
an early childhood program

e state key early childhood outcomes
e align outcomes with curriculum

e develop assessment strategies to verify student
outcomes

Ideally, this seminar should be attended by at least two or
three people from the same preschool. Participants should
bring all existing program documents to the workshop
as a starting point for each session. Once a conceptual
framework is established, all future program decisions
can be based upon alignment with this document. It is
this coherence and the resulting integrity that are a
hallmark of excellence.
